¸The organization of its society

¸ Tribal culture, organized by clans, each with its own king

¸ Disputes between individuals were disputes between clans;

¸ Blood-feud: murder or insult against an individual required the 

clan to avenge

¸The life of the clan was organized around warfare

¸ Prior to the Roman invasion, warfare was more of a 

sport, focusing on hunting and raids;

¸Warrior culture, loyal to a king, fight-to-death

Celtic warriors believed that the soul resided in the 
head, so they beheaded their enemies not just to kill 
them but to steal their life essence.
