Registration underway for midwinter courses at Odessa College  
ODESSA (Dec. 9, 2009) – Registration for midwinter classes at Odessa College is taking place 

now. Students can register in person for midwinter courses from 7:30 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday 

through Thursday, 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Friday and 9 to noon Saturday now through Monday, 

Dec. 21 and from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Tuesday, Dec. 22 in person in the OC Wrangler Express 

Center. The Wrangler Express Center is the new one-stop-shop customer service center located 

on the 1st floor of the Student Union Building facing University. Students also will have the 

opportunity to register for midwinter classes from 9 to 11 a.m. on the first day of classes, 

Monday, Dec. 28.  

Students have the option of registering 24 hours a day for classes online through the Odessa 

College Web site.  Web registration for midwinter classes is available now through Sunday, Dec. 

27.  Students can log onto www.odessa.edu and click “Register & Pay Here” on the right hand 

side of the screen.
