Course Description 
The overall goal of the General Chemistry courses is to teach students to think about the 
properties and behavior of the macroscopic world in terms of the structure and arrangement of 
the constituent molecules and atoms. Specifically in CHEM 1311, aspects of atoms and 
quantum mechanics are emphasized through problem-solving questions.

Course Objectives  & Learning Outcomes 
The objective in any chemistry course is to develop problem-solving skills. To find strategies 
that help you develop the chemical intuition needed to understand chemical reasoning. 
 
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 

(1) use dimensional analysis with proper attention to units and significant figures 
(2) balance chemical equations and use stoichiometric relationships to quantify reactant 

and product amounts 
(3) apply Gas Laws
